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ENDORSEMENTS

Whenever you write an endorsement in a logbook you are-giving the holder an operating
privilege. Prior to sign the endorsement you should cross reference with the FAR's to check the

holder meets the appropriate requirements.

The following lists of endorsements all relate to helicopter instruction and are in a logical
sequence. The references quoted are the FAR's requiring the endorsement.

Also be aware that you should check FAR 61.195(d) before endorsing any student pilot for flight
privileges. :

Keep a record of the endorsements you give. Although FAR 61.189 requires a record of persons
endorsed for solo flight privileges, knowledge and practical test only, it is smart to keep a record
of all the endorsements you have given.

A rated pilot is not subject to limitations of a student
pilot, e.g. flight into Class B, flight at night, x-country can be flown without further endorsement.
