Crew Responsibilities:

  1.  Aviator Duties:

a.   3-way verbal, 1-way visual positive transfer of flight controls.

b.  Actions in the event of an emergency.

c.  Primary visual sectors of responsibilities.

d.  IIMC
  2.  Flight Engineer Duties:


a. Perform ramp checks every 30 minutes or when called for.

b. Continuously clear aircraft in sector of responsibilities.

c. Any special tasks or duties to be performed.

  3.  Emergency Procedures:
a. All emergencies are ACTUAL unless the phrase:    

    “SIMULATED EMERGENCY” is used.

Emergency Landing Procedures:

  1.  Exiting the aircraft:

a. Fire – Exit immediately.
b. No fire – Exit at the discretion of the PIC.

c. Take any available emergency equipment with you.

  2.  Primary crash rendezvous points.

Crew Coordination:

  1.  Two challenge rule is in effect and effective crew coordination 
       will be used.

  2.  Make obstruction avoidance/imminent danger calls as 
       necessary.
